Position 
may also entail showing animals to potential adopters, assisting the staff with cleaning cages and 
providing toys and food to the animals.  

______ Dog Walkers - Work with animals to provide exercise, love and help continue and improve social skills 
in the animals. Additional training class will be required.*Must be at least 16 years of age. 

   ____ General Animal Care – Feeding the animals, cleaning kennels, and socializing with the animals prior 
to the adoption center opening. Times: 8-11 am Mon-Sat and 9-1 on Sunday for cleaning & feeding.  

______ Adoption Assistant – Escort visitors through the catteries and kennels, answer basic questions about 
the animals and the adoption process and help facilitate animal adoptions.  This position requires an 
additional 2 hour training course once you complete basic orientation.   

 

______ Off Site Adoption Assistant – Help staff set-up, care for, and assist with animal adoptions.  
Locations include Brandon, Lakeland and Winter Haven pet stores, as well as various other locations. 

 

 ______ Special Events Assistant – Assisting with annual fundraising and special events.  Help gather     
donations and set up for events such as our Annual Auction and Spring Walkathon event.

______ Animal Grooming- Bathe and groom animals from the adoption floor before they go to their new 
homes or as needed.
